Congestive heart failure is increasing in prevalence and is a major public health problem in both men and women.  Some studies have suggested that there are possible differences in etiology and outcome of heart failure in women compared to men.  Hypertension and coronary artery disease were the most common causes of heart failure in the Framingham Heart Study, although coronary artery disease was less common in women.  Diabetes prevalence is two-fold higher in women with heart failure than in men.  Larger representation of women in heart failure trials and more epidemiologic studies may clarify the specific differences between male and female heart failure patients.  The current status of gender related differences in heart failure diagnosis, therapy and outcomes will be briefly reviewed.
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
