Division of Cardiology, Armed Force Taichung General Hospital, and * Department of the Health Service Management, China Medical Collage, Taichung, Taiwan, Republic of China           It was clear that risk factors such as smoking, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, obesity, age, family history of cardiovascular disease, personality A, Gout, and diabetes mellitus (DM) play an important role in the coronary artery disease (CAD). However, to what degree these different factors influence the causation of restenosis after angioplasty in CAD has not been studied yet in Taiwan. In this study, we investigated the coronary risk factors in restenosis patients (N=118) and compare with patients with insignificant restenosis (one vessel less than 50% restenosis)  (N=362) after angioplasty by Chi Square Automatic Interaction Detector method. Results revealed that there were no significant differences in the prevalence of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, gout, personality A and obesity between restenosis CAD group and control group. However, there were significant differences of the prevalence of smoking, male, family history of cardiovascular disease, DM, and physical inactivity between these two groups (all p<0.01). In the smoker male only study, there were significant differences between restenosis CAD and control group in the prevalence of DM (26.22 vs. 5.17 %, p=0.011). In the non-smoker male only study, it revealed the significant differences between these two groups in the prevalence of age (58.74 vs. 37.22 %, p=0.003), especial physical activity in elder age (less than 50 years old).           In conclusion, in case of restenosis after angioplasty, cigarette smoking, physical inactivity and elder male appeared to be a much more important factors than other risk factors in Taiwan.
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
