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TWO UNUSUAL CASES OF CONGESTIVE HEART FAILURE 
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Cor triatriatum is a rare congenital cardiac anomaly (0,1% to 0,4% incidence).Dj. V. 38 year old male, admitted at our Institute in the 2003. because of atrial fibrillation (AF) and manifest congestive heart failure (CHF). Patient (Pt) was in NYHA III Class. Transthoracic echocardiography (TTE) showed cor triatriatum - large left atrium (LA) with a clear membrane across it, and moderately severe mitral regurgitation (MR). Coronarography revealed normal coronary arteries. Operation (Op) was done under cardiopulmonary bypass (CPB), the intraatrial membrane was excised, with anuloplasty of mitral valve. Post-op TTE showed normal anatomy of LA, without MR.B. D. 51 year old female admitted at our Institute in the 2003. because of AF, severe MR and CHF. Pt was in NYHA III Class, and TTE revealed cor triatriatum and severe MR. Coronarography showed normal coronary arteries. Under CPB it was done resection of fibrous, partialy calcified intraatrial membrane, and anuloplasty of mitral and tricuspid valve. Post-op TTE showed no membrane in the LA, with no evidence of MR. Two years after op, on control, both pts were without symptoms, in regular sinus rhythm on ECG, without MR on TTE, in apparently good health status.It is important to recognize this rare malformation, because it might be surgically totally corrigible. It is need for thinking on unusual causes of CHF, especially in young pts.
