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In most of the literature, the notion that cardiac MRI (CMR) can offer any substantive contribution for the systematic evaluation of valvular heart disease is foreign. Indeed, most textbooks give little credence to this concept. This presentation seeks to demonstrate how our understanding of the value of CMR for the evaluation of valvular heart disease has advanced over the last 5 years. The technology has matured to a point where it may be considered the 'gold standard' for the quantification of regurgitant lesions. This lecture will demonstrate the interrogation of AS, MR, MS and AR with general reference to comparisons to echocardiography.
