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Delayed-Enhancement Magnetic Resonance Imaging (DE-MRI) is a widely used imaging modality in Cardiology and Cardiac Electrophysiology. Utilizing a specific imaging protocol, DE-MRI can effectively determine the amount of structural remodeling pre-ablation and quantify the amount of left atrial radio-frequency scar post ablation in patients with atrial fibrillation. DE-MRI is an effective tool to determine ablation success and serves as a useful triaging tool pre and post procedure.
