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Objectives: Understanding the technical aspects of Fractional Flow Reserve (FFR) as it applies to daily clinical practice and its use during complex cases. 
Background: FFR is a pressure derived physiologic testing that uses hyperemia to assess the significance of a coronary lesion. FFR use in multi-vessel disease facilitates percutaneous coronary intervention (PCI) guidance. 
Methods: FFR allows for the evaluation of coronary lesions while facilitating decision making during PCI. Moreover, its use during complex cases allows for the evaluation of ischemia and dictates the need for further interventional needs in ostial disease, bifurcation disease, jailed side branches and/or diffuse disease. 
Conclusions: FFR is now considered the gold standard for the evaluation ischemia in coronary disease.
