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CARDIAC - RELATED SALMONELLA INFECTION IN THAILAND; AN OVERVIEW OF DOCUMENTED CASES 
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Salmonella infection is a common bacterial infection in tropical countries including Thailand. This bacterial infection mainly involved GI tract as gastroenteritis. However, the other rare manifestations of this infection can be seen. In this study, we reviewed the case report of cardiac- involved salmonella infection in Thailand. According to retrospective study, we can find 5 reported cases on this topic. The mean age of these cases is 29.80 years old (range 8-56 years old). There were 4 males and 1 female (male: female ratio 4:1). The common manifestations are fever (100 %) and dyspnea (40 %). Of interest, no diarrhea can be observed in these cases. However, positive blood culture for Salmonella spp (type A 2 cases, type B 1 case and type C 2 cases) can be seen in every case without the remarkable primary site of infection. The mortality rate among our series is 20 %. From this study, the picture of cardiac- involved salmonella infection as subacute to chronic febrile illness with chills in a male with history of heart disease. The manifestations in our report are similar to previous reports in other countries. Introduction Salmonella infection is a common bacterial infection in tropical countries  including Thailand  ,this bacterial infection mainly involved GI tract ,However, the other rare manisfestion of this infection in this study ,we review the case report of cardiac- involved salmonella infection in thailand.Salmonellosis remains an important health problem despite improvements in sanitation. Infections due to Salmonella sp may take several clinical forms, including gastroenteritis (most common), enteric fever, bacteremia without localized infection, localized infection, and a chronic carrier state. Salmonella sp -induced endocarditis is a rare manifestation of infection, with 40 cases having been reported in the literature for nearly five decades. The majority of patients are middle aged with preexisting cardiac conditions, particularly rheumatic heart disease. Frequency of noncardiac stigmas, such as fever (100%), hepatosplenomegaly (30%), petechia (20%), etc, is similar to bacterial endocarditis from non- Salmonella sp organisms. Given the typical age of onset, clinical comorbidity, and the destructiveness of salmonellal endocarditis, survival with medical therapy may only approach 30%.
