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PERCUTANEOUS MITRAL VALVE REPAIR
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Over 30 patients with moderate to severe mitral regurgitation have now been treated with percutaneous mitral valve repair techniques including the edge-to-edge repair with a clip and various annuloplasty techniques. The largest series of patients have been treated with the edge-to-edge repair for mitral valve prolapse. In Phase 1 study, procedural success is approximately 80 % without significant serious adverse events (one CVA). The ability to perform surgical repair if necessary is preserved. 6 month freedom from the need for surgical repair is also approximately 80 %. Additional Phase 1 and Phase 2 clinical study is planned.
