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The field of congenital intervention continues to evolve but remains a young specialty. There is a paucity of data on which to base critical decisions which may have a profound impact on the lives of patients with complex disorders. An approach to decision making in complex and novel interventions is reviewed with numerous case examples provided. The role of public discussion and publication of complications is discussed and the importance of sharing the mechanism of complications is emphasized. Tips and tricks to avoid procedural failure and catastrophic outcomes are provided.
