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THE VALUE OF N-TERMINAL FRAGMENT OF BRAIN NATRIURETIC PEPTIDE IN THE CLINICAL ESTIMATION OF PATIENTS WITH DIABETES MELLITUS AND CALCIFIC AORTIC STENOSIS
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Objectives: The examination of the presence of increased levels of NT-proBNP in patients with diabetes mellitus and mild to moderate calcific aortic stenosis.

Methods: 62 patients with diabetes mellitus(DM) and mild to moderate calcific aortic stenosis(AS) were examined for the presence of increased levels of NT-proBNP and for the same reason were also examined 60 patients with calcific aortic stenosis and without diabetes mellitus. In the group of patients with DM and AS men were 25, women 35 and the average age was 74.38 years. The patients with AS but without DM had the same characteristics. Normal values of  NT-proBNP considered less than 125 mg/dl.
Results: 51 patients of the group with DM and AS had increased levels of  
NT-proBNP (82%). 45 patients of the group with AS but without DM had also increased levels of NT-proBNP (75%). There was no statistically significant difference between the two groups (p>0.05).
Conclusions: Patients with AS and DM have increased levels of  NT-proBNP.
Diabetes mellitus is not the main reason of the increased levels of NT-proBNP in patients with calcific aortic stenosis and diabetes mellitus.
